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FROM OUR MINISTRY TEAM

As a society, we mark Christmas with a break - very much
needed in the middle of winter - yet the real highlight of the Christian
story took place at Easter. The babe who was born into our world,
helpless, needing all the normal support that babies do, went on to lose
his life in an execution.

When you read the story of his betrayal and trial it is rather difficult to
work out exactly what he had done that meant that public execution was
called for. Pilate, the man whom the Romans had put in charge, seems
to lose his authority and to keep a crowd quiet he agrees to execute the
man Jesus. The Jewish authorities had plotted for some time to get rid
of this Jesus, as he seemed to challenge their view of the world and
themselves. He challenged their attitude towards God and this made
them uncomfortable — who did this man think he was, after all?

Jesus had begun teaching at around the age of thirty - the bible does not
give his age, but tradition passed down gives hints of this: rabbis,
typically, did not start teaching until around 30. He gathered a group of
people together and taught them. We normally think of ‘the Twelve’,
but there were many others and this included women. At the cross it is
mainly women who are mentioned, alongside John who is asked to look
after Jesus’ mother Mary — he was the eldest son and so it was his duty
to see she was cared for.

His teachings are not easy either to follow or even understand. He used
stories, giving hints of what ‘The kingdom of God’ might be like. You
will find us in church trying to unpick these stories and find meaning for
our lives now.

Jesus is also reported to have performed miracles, healings, storm
calming, water walking, wine making, dead raising. The writers who
described these events in the bible chose only certain events. Some look
strange when viewed from our perspective, sending pigs to their death
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in a lake for example. However, these ‘signs’ were meant to show to
those who could understand that God had finally sent the person He had
promised many, many years ago. They are still remarkable today. They
are still meant to show us that God cares enough for us in this uncertain
time, that He sent the baby to be born and, yes, to allow this man to die.
At Easter, we see the culmination of Jesus’ work on earth. In his death,
we seem to see the hope of his amazing show of God’s power and the
challenge of his teaching rendered useless, because he dies. Publicly
and very painfully his life ends; after receiving vinegar on a sponge, he
dies. Mary sees the hope of the baby destroyed by a jealous crowd and
a weak political leader. Yet we are not left with a physical memorial, a
tomb to visit. No! We are told that only two nights later he comes back
to life. He is seen and touched, he eats and cooks a meal, yet he enters
locked rooms; he teaches people he knows about why he had to die and
what it really meant.

Easter ends with a hope that somehow despair of death is defeated, that
the apparent failure of this amazing life destroyed by death, was not
destroyed by it at all, but destroyed death itself.

So, now here is the difficult thing — you and | are asked to trust that this
is true and not a simple story. We are all asked to look at the evidence
and come to God, trusting that the death and resurrection of Jesus has
changed history. Before this event on the first Easter, death was the
ultimate destiny of us all, but after Easter God had fulfilled His love for
us by allowing us to come as we are, full of uncertainty, maybe ashamed
of what we have become, maybe not, and allow Him to love us. Why?
Because he has made a direct path to Himself through what Jesus went
through. He has shown His immense love for you and me by this
apparently senseless act. An act that turned out to be one of love, not
defeat, one of life not death and, although very personal in that it was
one man who went through it, an act that was for us all — no matter who
you are.



I hope, even if you struggle to grasp everything written about Jesus and
what I have also written, you will begin to understand why we celebrate
Easter and why in particular Easter Sunday is so special.

As you might expect me to say — you are all welcome to join us at the
church on April 16" — I would say that wouldn’t I! If you can’t please
spend a moment to consider this — Jesus was a good teacher — the best
some say; he was a compassionate man — the most some say; he was
wise — the wisest ever some say; yet all that would not make sense if he
were still dead in a tomb. The fact that He is alive makes all those other
things make sense. When | accept Him because of His death and
resurrection the teaching starts to fit, the compassion makes sense and
the wisdom helps.

NEWS FROM BREDFIELD

THE FIRST WORLD WAR

During the early months of 1917, action had switched back to Flanders,
with a major offensive in the Arras area. But a front line stretching from
the Belgian coast to the Ardennes still had to be defended. North of Arras,
near Lens, the Canadians werepported by British troops, and in a
skirmish, another Bredfield man lost his life. This month we will
commemorate the centenary of his death.

Private Frederick WORLEDGE, 11" Battalion Essex Regiment
Died on 229 April 1917, aged 33.

Frederick WORLEDGE was born in Martlesham in 1884, the
elder son of Frederick John Worledge and Georgiana (or Georgena) née
Brett. Frederick senior was the village school teacher, but died in 1887,
aged only 34, leaving his widow with four children under 9. In 1891 she
was living on Parish Relief, and taking in lodgers to make ends meet. By
1901, the family had moved to Bredfield, where Georgena and her elder
daughter worked from home as dressmakers, while 16 year old Frederick
was a gardener. They also had two young children from London lodging
with them. Georgena was obviously a resourceful woman, working to
keep her family together, and eventually owning her own home at The
Laurels (now Tudor Cottage).

In 1914, Frederick married Mary Ann Bacon, of Woodbridge.
She had been an Elementary School teacher. They moved to Clacton,
where he found work as a gardener, but brought their children back to
Bredfield to be baptised. Doris Mary, born in Feb 1915, was baptised in
May, and Frederick Arthur, born May 1916 was baptised in Jan 1917. By
this time, Frederick was a Private in the Essex Regiment.




Frederick’s service records have not been found, but he probably
joined the army after married men began to be conscripted in May 1916.
Initially he was in the 3™ Battalion, the reserve/training battalion of the
Essex Regiment, which was based in Felixstowe at that time. Perhaps
Mary Ann moved back to Suffolk to be near him.

Frederick later transferred to the 11" Essex Regiment, and may
have joined them after they moved from the Somme to Flanders in
November 1916. Certainly he was with them when they moved into the
front line north of Loos in March 1917. While the main battle was going
on further south, near Arras, there was almost continuous attack and
counter-attack in the Lens area, around Vimy and Loos. Hill 70, held by
the Germans, was a particular target, and this is where over 60 men of the
11" Essex Regiment lost their lives on 22 April 1917. Most of them,
including Frederick, have no known grave, and are commemorated on the
Loos Memorial in Dud Corner Cemetery, Loos-en-Gohelle, near Lens,
among the 20,000 men who fell in this area between 1915 and 1918.

Frederick’s family continued to live in Bredfield until after the
Second World War. His widow, Mary Ann and her children were given
one of the new Council Houses built by Deben Rural District Council in
the 1920s. Mary Ann died in 1938, but her son Frederick lived there till
the 1950s. Daughter Doris became a teacher like her mother and
grandfather. Georgena Worledge lived at The Laurels with her younger
children until her death in 1943. Frederick’s younger brother, Bill, and
his family continued to live there, moving to Church Cottages, next to the
church, in the 1950s. The cottages were later demolished, to be replaced
by three modern houses in the 1970s.




Ups and Downs of Bredfield BeHRinging

Anyone passing the Church on Friday evening, 24" March, would have heard
the delightful sound of well-struck English change-ringing. That evening we
achieved some very good striking, the bells sounding with a very even and
regular rhythm, which so enhances their music. That was one of our “Ups”.
Admittedly, two visiting ringers helped. However, two days later the bells
were silent, not rung for Mothering Sunday Service. That was one of our
“Downs”. That morning two of our ringers had to be at Charsfield to clear up
after the CADS Pantomime, two were away for the weekend, one had an
inescapable family commitment, and another is Churchwarden elsewhere, and
can never ring when our Service is re-timed to 10am.

It would be good to hear the bells before Service every Sunday, especially on
major Festivals. But the majority of our ringers come from other villages —
Ufford, Charsfield, Hasketon, and as far away as Martlesham Heath. Some
have commitments to ring at other Churches too, and when our Service is
changed from 9.15am, there can be a clash of loyalties. That is especially so at
Christmas and Easter, and on Remembrance Sunday, when all Churches want
their bells rung at the same times. So it is precisely on those major Festivals
that our bells are apt to fall silent. The crux of the problem is that only four of
our ringers live in Bredfield.

We need two or three more ringers who actually live in Bredfield. Would you,
Dear Reader, like to try this fascinating hobby, and help to preserve and
maintain this ancient and quintessentially English Art of Change Ringing ? It
is an enjoyable hobby, healthy exercise but not strenuous, keeps the brain
active to fight off dementia (!), and ringers everywhere are very sociable.
During March we enjoyed chocolate cake and sparkling drinks on three
occasions to celebrate ringers’ birthdays. We practice on Fridays from 7.30pm
to 9pm, and welcome anyone who would like to come and see what it is all
about. Or contact Ann & Mike Pilgrim on 01394 382773. It would be good to
see some more members of our congregation take part in ringing, but others
are welcome too. Anyone aged from 9 to 90 can enjoy learning to ring. Please
help us to strengthen our “Ups” and abolish our “Downs” !
